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1950s critics separated themselves from the masses by
rejecting the ‘natural’ enjoyment afforded by products of
mass culture through judgments based on a refined sense
of realism. For example, in most critics championing
Douglas Sirk’s films’ social critique, self-reflexivity, and, in
particular, distancing effects, there is still a refusal of the
‘vulgar’ enjoyments suspected of soap operas. This refusal
again functions to divorce the critic from an image of a
mindless, pleasure-seeking crowd he or she has actually
manufactured in order to definitively secure the righteous
logic of ‘good’ taste. It also pushes negative notions of
female taste and subjectivity. Critiques of mass culture
seem always to bring to mind a disrespectful image of the
feminine to represent the depths of the corruption of the
people. The process of taste-making operated, then, to
create hierarchical differences between the aesthete and the
masses through the construction of aesthetic positions
contrary to the perceived tasteless pleasures of the crowd.

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Even though media coverage of sports is carefully edited
and represented in total entertainment packages, most of us
believe that when we see a sport event on television, we
are seeing it “the way it is.” We don’t usually think that
what we see, hear, and read is a series of narratives and
images selected for particular reasons and grounded in the
social worlds and interests of those producing the event,
controlling the images, and delivering the commentary.
Television coverage provides only one of many possible
sets of images and narratives related to an event, and there
are many images and messages that audiences do not
receive. If we went to an event in person, we would see
something quite different from the images selected and
presented on television, and we would develop our own
descriptions and interpretations, which would be very
different from those carefully presented by media
commentators.

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The lack of real, direct experience in and with nature has
caused many children to regard the natural world as mere
abstraction, that fantastic, beautifully filmed place (Dfilled
with endangered rainforests and polar bears in peril.

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Generally, advertising research has applied objectives. Its
purpose is not to uncover basic concepts and theories
that explain human behavior. Rather, it is to help
(Dstimulate sales of specific products or services to
specific categories of consumers. Not surprisingly, this
use of research, aimed at discovering how to
(@manipulate people, has aroused considerable criticism.
Although the research tries to demonstrate the
effectiveness of particular advertisements and campaigns,
critics  @Gclaim that no scientific cause-and-effect
relationship can be established between a given ad and
the product or service it seeks to sell. Many social
scientists  believe that there are just too many
@®controllable variables in almost any situation to prove
that particular ads actually work. In spite of these
criticisms, however, those preparing or funding ads
believe that advertising ®works — and they are the
ones making decisions to spend millions of dollars to
promote products and services.
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If you happen to disagree about sports, it doesn’t mean
that you can’t work through this conflict. Every once in
a while, invite your non-fan to sit down and watch the
game with you. Perhaps you can try to teach non-fans
about the background of the sport or how it is played.
Be patient, because you may be about to hit one of
their pet peeves. If the non-fan doesn’t want to learn
about sports, back off, but you may be surprised by his
or her response. If this is a problem area in your
relationship, here is a chance to turn the situation
around and to show your significant other that you
really do want to spend time together. With a little
patience, you might win the person over to watching
with you — and wouldn’t some together time be a
great outcome for an afternoon or evening (regardless of
the outcome of the game itself!). If you can show her
what to look for, explain some of the more basic rules

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The modern concept of law and the modern sociological
concept of society have common origins in the

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Brown fat is a fundamental tissue in mammals that, in the
past, was mostly understood as something that rodents used
to help heat themselves during hibernation. The spongy,
fatty tissue looks a lot like ordinary white fat that most
mammals use to store excess caloric energy.

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Non-standard spellings are frequently employed in trade
names to give a sense of novelty to the brand name and
consequently make it stand out in the market. As with
personal names, these are often based upon alternative
ways of spelling particular sounds using the conventional
orthography, as in the numerous hotels, bars, and clubs
which adopt the spelling nife in their names. Despite the
desire for novelty implied by such spellings, it is striking
how conventional they in fact are. Although it would be
an equally permissible alternative spelling, there are no
examples of nayt clubs, or niit spots. Another popular
example is the spelling kwik, best-known from Kwik-Fit
and the Kwik-E-Mart in The Simpsons. This spelling has
become an accepted non-standard alternative spelling,
specifically used in trade names, even though plenty of
alternatives— cwik, cwic, quik, cwig—are equally possible,
and potentially even more eye-catching. An important
feature of many such novel spellings is that they should
be easily understood as an alternative spelling of a
particular standard English word, so that the product or
service to which it relates is clear.

Many biologists are impatient with the question “What is
life?”
